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Presidential Overburden - Tom Nugent

Dear IMAA Members,

As summer comes to a close, our industry still struggles because
of the slow economy. Most of the producers in Indiana are
experiencing flat sales as the construction industry has not
rebounded as hoped.

As seen on the NSSGA website:

“At the end of September, we will be faced with the expiration
of the current surface transportation program extension. The
lack of a fully-funded, multiyear, bipartisan bill and the need
for an eighth short-term extension are taking a heavy toll on
transportation construction material suppliers and threaten more harm
unless consensus is achieved on a sensible path forward.

Legislation for a new surface transportation program has been unveiled in
U.S. House of Representatives. The proposed measure, however, falls far
short of the total funding amount necessary to seriously be considered as
an option to rebuild America’s ailing infrastructure, grow America’'s
economy, and create jobs. The U.S. Senate as well is considering its own
transportation bill, and although it doesn’t last long enough to alleviate
uncertainty in the market, it does keep intact current funding levels. Both
chambers of Congress need to continue to work in a bicameral, bipartisan
fashion until a multiyear, fully funded transportation reauthorization bill can
be realized, unfortunately time for reaching that perfect deal has run out...”

President Obama signed the extension on September 16th, funding highway
programs through March 31, 2012. This Band-Aid measure still falls far short of
providing any real certainty for the market. You can read more about the extension
in the Legislative section of this newsletter.

The Mark Savit safety seminars, held in late July, were quite successful with around
140 people in attendance over the three regional locations. Our PIE Fundraiser Golf
Outing was held in September and raised over $25,000 with around 200 golfers.

Looking ahead, there is a Pre-CAPP workshop on Nov. 3rd at Martin Marietta in
Indianapolis. This one-day workshop is designed to introduce CAPP students to the
terms, techniques, and types of aggregate testing that will be taught in more detail at
the CAPP course. The actual CAPP School will be held November 14-18 at Indiana
Wesleyan in Indianapolis.

OBAMA SIGNS HIGHWAY & FAA EXTENSIONS

Following a showdown between Senate Majority Leader Harry Reid (D-Nev.) and Sen. Tom Coburn (R-Okla.) over a
hold placed on the transportation spending bill by Coburn because of objections he had to it and an unrelated
emergency management measure, the Senate approved the "Surface and Air Transportation Programs Extension Act of
2011" Sept. 15 on a 92-to-6 vote. Two days before, the House had passed the measure unanimously. President Obama
signed the extension on Sept. 16 and represents the 22nd short-term funding extension for the Federal Aviation
Administration since expiring in 2007 and the eighth extension of the highway bill, which expired Sept. 30, 2009.

Passage of the measure came just in the nick of time as the FAA extension was set to expire on Sept. 16 and the
highway extension was scheduled to expire on Sept. 30. The bill funds the FAA through January 2012 and highway
programs through March 31, 2012. It also authorizes the collection of federal gas tax, which brings in an estimated $100
million per day.

Long-term bills for the FAA and highways have stalled in Congress as Republicans in the House and Democrats in the
Senate have pushed vastly different versions of the bills. Regarding highway authorization, the Republican-led House
has proposed a six-year, $235 billion bill which equals a 35% cut in highway funding. The Democratically controlled
Senate has proposed a two-year, $109 billion bill with adjustments for inflation.

Although a six-month extension has been passed by Congress, that time will pass very quickly. We must continue the
drumbeat for passage of a multi-year reauthorization bill. Your ongoing grassroots advocacy is essential to success.
Please continue to reach out to your congressmen and senators to urge them to pass a surface transportation
reauthorization as soon as possible. Too much is riding on this for your business, the aggregates industry and for our
country.
